The Educational Affairs Committee met April 17, 2023, at 3:45 p.m. online via Zoom.  
 
As the first order of business, a motion to approve the minutes from the February 20, 2023, meeting 
was made by Nick Fuhrman and seconded by Erin Dolan. A vote was called, and the minutes were 
unanimously approved. 
 
Chair Margaret Christ reported that since the last EAC meeting, the Petitions Subcommittee 
reviewed 23 appeals with 15 approved and 8 denied. 
 



 

Chair Christ provided an update on the subcommittee of the EAC that is examining the hardship 
withdrawal policy and petitions. More work is to come with the subcommittee next year, including 
possibly meeting with the Office of Student Care and Outreach.

Following discussion, Janette Hill 
made a motion that was seconded by Jason Peake stating that the EAC recommends making an 
exception to the policy for the student. A vote was called, and the motion was unanimously 
approved.
